About the Hospice:  

Does anyone know what a Hospice is? 

A Hospice is a place that looks after people and makes them feel better when they are very poorly and can’t get better with medicine. 

Does anyone know where the Hospice is?  
The hospice is in Rawtenstall at Rossendale Hospital.  Most large towns have there own hospice.

Who do we care for?

Rossendale Hospice cares for anyone who lives in Rossendale, who has an illness such as Cancer, Heart disease, Motor Neurone disease and Multiple Sclerosis.  Patients don’t have to pay to come to the hospice.
What do we do at the Hospice?

Some people visit the Hospice once a week for the day.  Patients are collected from their home in the Hospice minibus.  They can come to chat with other patients who have a similar illness to them, speak to a nurse, play games, and if they wish they can have a special Jacuzzi bath, followed by a massage and lovely aromatherapy treatment.  
Some times when we are poorly, we are unable to do things like we could before –a physiotherapist helps people to manage better.  

At lunch time patients have a three course lunch.  It is really important that poorly people eat lots of good food to make them feel better.  The Hospice also has dieticians who will inform the patients the best foods to eat.
If people are too unwell to visit the Hospice, a team of nurses to care for people in their own homes, this is called our Hospice at Home service.  
Sometimes the family and carer may need to talk to a nurse and ask them questions.  The nurses will listen, offer support and give advice.

How much does it cost?
The Hospice fundraising department has to raise over half a million pounds every year to care for all the people who need to be looked after.  Rossendale Hospice has lots of different events in which people can help us raise money, we have charity parties/balls, raffles and some people do silly things like jump out of planes for us.  
How can we help?

Rossendale Hospice would like everyone to help by taking home a penny pinching box - fill it up with loose change and bring it back into school before Thursday 21st October.  The hospice will collect the boxes, count all the money and the school with the most money wins a shield and certificate.
